Background Knowledge Needed (teacher and student):

2.  Maps depicting the slave trade, the African Diaspora and the slave   states in the United States as well as various data bases.











Procedures:	1.  Complete the novel Copper Sun by Sharon Draper.


		2.  Review the vocabulary and rhetoric depicted in the novel.


		3.  Summarize the plot with a one-sentence description for exposition,


		conflict, rising action, climax, falling action and resolution.


		4.  Trace the slave routes taken to North America.


		








Closure & Assessment (tie to key ideas - what was learned):


Discuss various issues of interest in class.


Write a research report regarding the history or impact of the Slave Trade.


Compose a comparative essay of the treatment of Mrs. Darby with the slaves.


Group projects on: slave narratives and organizations against slavery.


 














Extensions/Connections (including possible grade level and interdisciplinary modifications):


 Students could produce a tri-fold connecting the concepts introduced within Copper Sun with the issues introduced in Clayborne Carson’s The Struggle for Freedom.


Students could present a Power Point regarding the various tribes that are mentioned:  Ashanti, Ewe, and Kente.


Students could create a vacation brochure to the regions specified in the novel.


Students could summarize websites regarding slavery and its impact.
