Lesson Description:





The students will listen to, analyze, and perform music of African women and identify the roles women play in African society.








Objectives:


The student will identify the roles of African women play in Society.


The students will compare and contrast the role of women in African countries and in America.


The students will listen to and analyze music by African women.


The students will sing a song from Africa, and perform percussion accompaniment.





Key Ideas and/or Driving Questions:


What roles do women play in Africa?


What roles do women play in America?


Compare and contrast the roles of African and American women.  How are they the same.  How are they different? 


What are some great challenges women in Africa face and why?

Background Knowledge Needed (teacher and student):

















Materials:


CD: Women of Africa : A celebration of Soulful and inspirational music by femail artists from across Africa. – Putumayp World Music , Pictures of women in Africa.  Perhaps articles about the roles women play in Africa.


Books: Let Your Voice Be Heard! – Songs from Ghana and Zimbabwe, Songs and Stories from Uganda, POST IT NOTES








Procedures:


Introduction – Pre-Assessment of student knowledge: 


Students get 3 post-it notes each.  Each student writes one word or idea about women’s role in African society on each post-it note.  


Students move into groups of 4 or 5 and put their post –it notes on the wall by similar ideas


Each group shares their top 2 or 3 ideas with the class


Watch slide show of women’s roles in Africa – Show a day in the life of an African woman.  Discuss these roles.


Listen to music from African women.  Analyze the texture, form, lyrics, and style.


Discuss the purpose of the song and music.


Students perform a song from Africa with percussion accompaniment.


Echo the lyrics, discuss the meaning


Echo sing the melody 


Sing the song with a simple bell pattern


Teach accompaniment patterns by rote, students perform the song














Closure & Assessment (tie to key ideas - what was learned):





Reflect on the role of women in African society. What role does music play in their lives?  What are some things you think would help to make their lives easier?








Extensions/Connections (including possible grade level and interdisciplinary modifications):





Extension: modify the lesson to work with Art of African women
