(Kannada). Folk songs depict rural life of farmers, artisans, etc. Each region has 
its own folk music, with unique instrumentation & musical style.  

The most common & popular percussion instrument in North Indian music. Con-
sists of a pair of drums - the right drum is known as the Tabla (though both are 
known collectively as Tabla) and the left drum is called the Bayan.
