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














Why not?  Kyrgyzstan is an extremely friendly and warm environment for Americans. The cultural values that provide delightful hospitality combined with the sincere openness of the Kyrgyz people make an optimal environment for an overseas experience for American Students. Moreover, Kyrgyzstan is a mountainous country with spectacular, unspoiled alpine scenery that lies astride the legendary Silk Road. Its five mountain ranges include five of the world’s twelve tallest peaks.  Kyrgyzstan, which shares borders with Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan and Western China, is home to more than 40 ethnic groups rich in history, and with vibrant traditions of music, art and culture.  
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

Students from the US and Kyrgyzstan will live and work together on an archaeological project designed to develop scientific research skills and cross-cultural communication and understanding. In addition to actual mapping and excavation, students will get language exposure, a chance to meet Kyrgyz people from many walks of life, and tours of various cultural sites as well as hiking and outdoor recreation.

In addition, students will receive 6 units of Archaeology Fieldwork credit from Indiana University for participation in the field school [P405], which should apply to majors or minors in Anthropology, Central Eurasian Studies, Folklore, Culture and Communication, International Studies, and Russian, but should also count as electives in any field. 



The field school will be jointly organized by Indiana University and the American University of Central Asia (AUCA).  It will be led by renowned archaeologists, Dr. Anne Pyburn of Indiana University and Dr. Kubat Tabaldiev  of Kyrgyzstan.   At least five other American specialists will also accompany the field school participants. 

Pyburn has been running undergraduate field programs in Belize for 20 years.  She is a full professor of anthropology at IU and will be with the students at all times. Other US specialists include  a PhD candidate in the School of Library and Information Sciences; the project’s magnetometry specialist and mapping instructor; a forensic specialist from the University of Mississippi ( IU PhD) who will lecture on skeletal analysis and dental morphology;  a specialist in ancient DNA and the peopling of the New World through Asia; and a professional camp director and tour operator.  

The program has been reviewed and approved by the Indiana University Overseas Study Office. It is a joint program of the IU Department of Anthropology, the IU Office of International Programs, and the American University of Central Asia (AUCA).  Participants in the program will be supervised at all times by both American and Kyrgyz faculty members who will remain in contact with the US Embassy in Kyrgyzstan and with program counterparts at AUCA as well as Indiana University throughout the program.

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The program lasts six weeks and will involve both US undergraduate students and undergraduates from the American University of Central Asia (AUCA). 
AUCA’s cohort of fluent English-speaking undergraduates (who are actively curious about the US and extremely welcoming) provides a perfect context for student visitors from Indiana University. AUCA students can get to know Americans their own age without leaving home, IU students will get to know Kyrgyzstan “up close and personal” without being fluent in Kyrgyz or Russian. Both groups of students will benefit from research experience and exposure to field and laboratory science. 
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Before departure, each American will be matched with an AUCA student counterpart of the same sex, who will be with them for the rest of the trip. 
AUCA students have access to excellent internet resources and students from both countries will participate in a moderated IU ONCOURSE chat room to learn about each other before the trip.  In addition, IU will host a pre-departure orientation in Bloomington, Indiana for all participants able to attend. While in Kyrgyzstan Kyrgyz student partners will serve as cultural informants and help their US counterparts to observe correct etiquette in Kyrgyz cultural settings.

Enroute to Kyrgyzstan, participants will spend one night in Istanbul each way with excursions to the Topkapi Museum, Hagia Sophia and the Grand Bazaar.  Upon arrival in Kyrgyzstan, Field School participants will spend the first week housed in dormitories (or comparable accommodations) adjacent to the American University of Central Asia (AUCA).  At AUCA, American participants will take an intensive introductory Russian class and explore the capital city (Bishkek) with Kyrgyz student cultural guides.  Students will attend musical events and cultural celebrations taking place during their visit to the capital, (depending on available performances, which are frequent). Visits to English classes, the history and art museums, the neighborhood of artist’s studios, and several large Central Asian markets will be on the agenda.

The next four weeks will be devoted to archaeological research.  Professor Kubat Tabaldiev, will direct the work carried out by the American-Kyrgyz college team while they are camped in the Koch Kor Valley. Students will learn mapping and excavation from hands-on work related to ongoing research of Professor Tabaldiev, which follows on important discoveries concerning the lives of 11th century nomads. Specifically, because the valley maintains year round temperatures of about 70 degrees, constant fodder made this location particularly attractive to nomadic horsemen and herders. Research on unique structures and the intriguing burial mounds of these ancient Central Asians will be amply rewarding, and the IU team will include additional technical specialists to expand the student learning opportunities. Lectures on various topics will be presented by staff members every day or so at announced times. Crew and students will live in tents and yurts.
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The sixth week will be a week of travel to various parts of Kyrgyzstan, possibly including Chong Tash, Ala Archa, Issy Kul, Charyn Canyon, Karakol, Naryn, and Osh. At each of these sites students will either stay in hotels or with families of participating Kyrgyz students.  At Ala Archa we hope to be able to do a hike and overnight in the mountains.


Undergraduates with junior standing, a 3.0 GPA or above at any accredited four-year BA degree program in Indiana.   In addition, applicants should have a respect for other people, an interest in learning about the history and culture of a fascinating and seldom-visited region of the world, and be willing to accept the challenge of living in a YURT and patiently excavating a site for several hours a day.  Prior knowledge of the Russian or Kyrgyz language is not required.  The program will be limited to 15 participants.

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The US Department of State routinely issues Travel Warnings for areas in which US citizens are advised not to travel.  No place at home or abroad, including Kyrgyzstan, is completely safe from thefts, assaults, accidents or potentially more serious incidents. There are currently (February, 2005), however, no Travel Warnings in effect for Kyrgyzstan.  As a measure of the country’s stability, the Peace Corps, US Fulbright Program, and numerous US Non-Governmental Organizations operate freely throughout Kyrgyzstan. 
All Indiana University Field School activities in 2005 will be conducted in the northern parts of Kyrgyzstan—historically, the most secure and stable portion of Kyrgyzstan.   Bishkek, the capitol, like any urban setting, has poverty that breeds crime.  Thefts and assaults on both citizens and visitors do occur but risks can be minimized by exercising common sense.  This requires that locals and visitors lock apartment doors, travel in pairs and exercise caution when walking at night.  Amongst the nearly 50 Indiana University short-term and long-term visitors to AUCA over the past five years, however, none have thus far experienced thefts or assaults.  
Kyrgyzstan, unlike Madrid, Spain, or some of its Central Asian neighbors, has been remarkably free of terrorist acts carried out against US individuals and interests. Of course, terrorism is a potential hazard anywhere in the world. As a precaution, AUCA thus observes a number of security procedures to safeguard its students and faculty.  In rural areas such as those where the field school will be located, however, crime is rare and the hospitality of surrounding communities towards visitors is exceptional. 
At all times, Field School participants will be accompanied by experienced US and Kyrgyz faculty knowledgeable about local conditions and will be continuously in touch with the US Embassy and Indiana University.  It is Indiana University’s policy to strictly observe State Department Travel Warnings and to confer closely with US Embassy officials on issues affecting the safety of visiting faculty and students in Kyrgyzstan.  Should any concerns arise regarding the safety of participants during the program, Indiana University and the Field School staff would take immediate action to secure the safety of all concerned.

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
