MARCIVE UPDATE

· MARCIVE contract was renewed.

· The profile changes include:

· Dropping the Y 4 microfiche Shipping List Service Loads.  Libraries need to attach their microfiche Y 4s to the paper record loaded.  This reduces duplication and cleanup.  

· Dropping a multi-volume CD which was loading separate records for each volume

· Developments

· MARCIVE problem report on the web, http://www.indiana.edu/~libgpd/problemreport.html
· Use for any problem on a Marcive record.

· Project to identify serial depository item numbers to drop from the load.  These may be treated as monographs by some libraries and therefore are including in the records loaded.  By identifying these and removing them from the load, we reduce duplication and clean up effort and increase uniformity of treatment.  Contact Andrea Morrison.

· Virtual Library Location

· The new ONLINE library is being created.  Once it is established in test, we will set up test on MARCIVE loads, hopefully early in June.

· Loading only electronic documents into IUCAT was investigated and is too limiting because most of the documents with urls also have tangible formats and are already received by IU libraries.  A poster session on the selection of depository items by IU libraries will be presented at Librarians’ Day by Lou Malcomb on May 17.

· For documents already in IUCAT with urls, we will have to do manual cleanup or function with inconsistencies.

· Error report

· Use the MARCIVE problem report on the web to report a record for an online resource which was loaded for a tangible document, but use that record to attach your holding. These reports will be handled by Andrea Morrison and John Cash and the records cleaned up appropriately.  The incidence of these errors is low, several a month.

· Three months of records that did not overlay shipping list records in the full load of bibliographic records was investigated; these records have an ocm Title Control Number, instead of an tmp Title Control Number, and are created by MARCIVEGPO.

· Problem with monographic series title for IUB GEOLOGY library was discovered and is being addressed.

· Conclusion of the investigation  

· Full-load records that do not overlay SLS records do not need to be individually investigated.  They should be handled by the MARCIVE problem report on the web and by error reports to be developed by the MARCIVE team and LIT.  The great majority of them are for electronic resources.

· Reprofiling the MARCIVE contract is an ongoing process and we should expect that we can make improvements every year.
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
