Marcive Update for Cataloging Congress

Records for Serials in Marcive records loads

· Current exclusion list was updated with Marcive 8/2004 and is available on the Intranet at http://www.libraries.iub.edu/intranet/page.php?pageId=1310
· A new procedure is being tested to exclude the identified serials from being loaded in the SLS files, changed records files, or GPO monthly records files.
Marcive Shipping List Services (SLS) Records Loads:
Andrea attended a conference on vendor records for US docs at ALA annual conference and learned that most libraries using these records have many records that are loaded in their catalogs as provisional (Shipping List records) and do not overlay for years.  It is normal to have thousands.  One factor is the lag in GPO cataloging, approximately 1 year for maps, and 3 or more for some technical reports, etc. Another factor is that provisional records (shipping list records) are loaded for added volumes for multi-volume sets.  Another factor is that we have 8 libraries with varying profiles loading in records.  A microfiche provisional record will never be overlaid if the same record was sent to IU for the paper title.  Andrea currently has a report containing 11, 544 SLS records not overlaid.   Some are over 2 years old—others will be overlaid automatically as part of the regular Marcive loads. Bloomington’s Monographic Copy Cataloging Unit is working to merge 876 records for those with Bloomington holdings.  Other libraries should be alert to this problem and may request more information from Andrea in order to work on their libraries’ holdings.  
Marcive GPO Loads: no problem with loads,
Details about GPO cataloging practices and issues for IUCAT will be discussed at Marcive Discussion group meetings. One will be held later this fall.  Any interested are invited to attend.
Marcive Changed Records Loads:
The records have been handled current to the end of 2003.  For 2004, we are currently testing a new automatic process.
Marcive Electronic serials files

The Marcive electronic serials records work is now current.  Peter Kaczmarczyk of the Serials Cataloging Unit, IUB, has caught up with updating IUCAT with the files sent from Marcive for electronic serials records.  All IUCAT library users now have access to these titles through ONLINE Library holdings.
GPO Update

The Government Printing Office (GPO) is working with the federal depository library community on several new initiatives involving access to and preservation of print and digital federal government documents. They are also planning for the future of the Sales Program. These initiatives are part of the overall agency strategic planning effort.  Of special interest to catalogers is their plan to create a national bibliography of U.S. government publications.
