Boubacar Boris Diop is one of the most celebrated and important novelists and screenwriters in Senegal today. He has taught literature and philosophy and was instrumental in the development of a free and independent press in Senegal as co-founder of the daily newspaper Sud. He now devotes himself to full-time creative writing.  He is the author of several film scenarios and works regularly with Senegalese filmmakers such Ben Diogaye Bye (Un Amour d'enfant, 2003) and Mansour Sora Wade (Ndeysaan: The Price of Forgiveness, 2002). His work includes a novel Doomi Golo (2004, written in Wolof), Le Temps de Tamango (The Time of Tamango, 1981), Les Tambours de la mémoire (The Drums of Memory, 2000), Le Cavalier et son ombre  (The Rider and His Shadow, 1997) and the highly acclaimed Murambi: le livre des ossements (Murambi: The Book of Bones, 2000), based on a notorious massacre during the Rwandan genocide of 1994. Murambi is a town in southwestern Rwanda where tens of thousands of ethnic Tutsis were massacred at a school compound during the 1994 Rwandan genocide. Diop visited Rwanda for two months in 1998 and produced the novel from the experience. Published in 2000, the book has received much international attention and is on the Zimbabwe Book Fair list of the 100 best African books of the 20th century.
