- [ ] Mandatory insurance package (for AI's and international
students) now covers annual physical at Health center
- [ ] No committee reviews the voluntary insurance plan. the
committee that reviews the mandatory plan is specifically
prevented from reviewing the voluntary plan.
- [ ] The University Benefits office changed the plan over the
summer: the basic plan ($350/year) provides minimal
catastrophic coverage, and is largely unchanged, but
there used to be a "basic plus" plan that gave better
coverage for around $1000/year. This "basic plus" plan
has been dropped by the university.
- [ ] No student review occurred for this.
- [ ] Other comments: Dan Reeves attempted in the spring to
push for mandatory universal student insurance (from Matt
Hottell). Paula has heard about mandatory plans for
individual schools but not universal application. She
wants to see whether procedure was followed, and in any
case, wants to get the basic plus package reinstated.
