2. Paul received a reimbursement check from the Graduate School to cover for money he put forward for the September 22 Diversity Social that the GPSO co-sponsored. He wished to receive payment in a different form than the check for worry that the reimbursement will be taxable.

Christopher F. – Treasurer: - the check should serve for reimbursement because it is not taxable.
