2. (10 minutes) Explanation of the relevant Constitution and Bylaw articles
a. Constitution

i. Article III Section 6 Part II
1. The Executive Committee may call a meeting as long as 48 hours notice is given

ii. Article III Section 6 Part III

1. A quorum is defined as 1/3 of non-vacant Assembly seats

iii. Article IV  Section 11 Parts 2 & 3

1. Impeachment requires charges, 2/3 majority vote, immediate election

b. Bylaws 
i. Article III Section 6
1. The indicted officer has a chance to respond, a voting representative must present evidence

ii. Article III Section 7

1. Nominations will be held at the meeting, and then an election is held by secret ballot
iii. Article VI

1. Interpretation of the By-Laws is left to the Assembly
