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The deadline for Automatic Academic Scholarship and Selective Scholarship consideration is November 1. All 
application materials for admission must be submitted online or postmarked by November 1. Students who meet the 
November 1 deadline may submit updated SAT or ACT scores by January 15 for reconsideration for Automatic Academic 
Scholarships. 

 
IU Bloomington is now super scoring the ACT! For students entering fall 2012, we'll combine the highest scores for 
each subtest from different exams for a new ACT composite. We'll also consider the highest critical reading and math 
component scores of the SAT. We encourage students to test several times to improve their chances for admission and 
scholarships. 

 
Info about the math requirement: Students applying for fall 2012 must complete seven semesters of mathematics, 
including one semester of pre-calculus, trigonometry, or calculus. Read more about freshman admission requirements 
here. If you have students needing additional math credits, we recommend considering a dual credit course titled College 
Algebra, Pre-calculus, or Trigonometry from a regionally accredited institution. 
 
Do you have students who are worried about college costs? We encourage students and their parents to use our 
new Net Price Calculator to estimate the cost of attendance. IU has been named a top 30 "best value" by Kiplinger's Per-
sonal Finance. 

 
Do you have any students interested in music? The application process for the Jacobs School of Music has changed. 
Students must submit the online application for Jacobs by November 1st and there are additional requirements such as 
an audition.
