NAME OF GAME:  Angle Golf
STANDARD(S):  6.5.1 Measurement of Angles

DIRECTIONS:

In each round:

1. Player 1 uses a straightedge to draw an angle on a sheet of paper.

2. Player 2 estimates the degree measure of the angle.

3. Player 1 measures the angle with the protractor.  Players agree on the measure.

4. Player 2’s score is the difference between the estimate and the actual measurement of the angle.  (The difference will be 0 - a “hole-in-one”, or a positive number.)

5. Players trade roles and repeat Steps 1 – 4.

Players add their scores at the end of 9 rounds (or 9 holes).  The player with the lower total score wins the game.
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Materials:  Protractor, straight edge, paper, score card
