NAME OF GAME:  Less Than You - Integers
STANDARD(S):  Computation – Integer Addition


       Number Sense – Order of Rational Numbers


DIRECTIONS:

1. Deal 2 cards to each player.  Put the rest of the deck face down in a pile.

2. For this game, red cards are negative and black cards are positive.
3. Players take turns.  For each turn, a player does the following:

· Takes top card from deck so he or she has 3 cards

· Discards the card with the greatest value

· Adds the 2 remaining cards mentally

4. When all players have completed Step 3, any person may declare “less than you” if the player thinks they have the lowest value.  All players then show their hands – if the player declaring “less than you” is correct, he or she earns 1 point; if not, he or she earns -1 points.  
5. The game ends when all cards are used.  The winner has the greatest score.
Advanced Version:  Use 2 decks and deal 3 cards. 
Materials:  Regular deck of cards – Ace (1) to 10





Players:  2 – 3 players (4 – 5 players, use 2 decks)
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
