Activity: Calendar & Task board 
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Calendar Procedure:

-Note: At any time during calendar, students may be asked to assist in fixing charts or recording data. 

-Children will be invited to the carpet for calendar time by table (yellow circle, red square, orange rectangle, green triangle). 

-Children will sing the “Good Morning Song”, “Number Rock”, and “Months of the Year” (in both Spanish and English).

-After singing the songs, children will be asked to sit down and the teacher will review the following: “Last month was,” /”This month is,”/ “ Next month will be.”

“Yesterday was” / “Today Is” / “Tomorrow Will Be” – Students, led by the teacher, are to say, “Yesterday was (day of the week), (month & date),.” Next, they will say “Today is (day of the week), (month & date),.” Finally, they will say, “Tomorrow will be (day of the week), (month & date).”

Students will be asked to complete the pattern on the calendar, choosing the next appropriate color and shape. 

Students will review the weather. Song: “Look out the window and what do you see? It’s ______ (insert weather); it’s ______ (insert weather). The weather is ______ (insert weather).”

Students will graph the weather and fix the weather chart and temperature chart accordingly.

Students will review the “All About Today” chart. Fix chart accordingly.

Students will review the “We Have Been in School” chart. Fix chart accordingly.

Students will be asked to graph lost teeth. If a student hasn’t lost a tooth in the past day, do not graph.

Students will review the real calendar and mark off the day.

Students will count, using the “Class Number Grid” as a guide. Students may count as high as the teacher instructs, and the teacher may vary it so that the students count by ones, fives, or tens. 

After counting, show students on the number grid how many days they have been in school. Next, ask the children to fix the abacus so that it represents the same number. If the students have been in school 78 days, the abacus must read 78. (From left to right: Thousands, Hundreds, Tens, and Ones)

Students will review money. The amount of money in the bag must match the date. If it is November 11th, there must be eleven cents in the bag. Record the amount of money on the small gray flip chart.

-Calendar may end with a transition song or activity, such as “Tooty Ta” or  “Simon Says.” After the transition song/activity, students will be asked to move to Task board. (This begins second semester)

Task board Procedure:

-Teacher will review Task board in the order in which it is displayed.

Finish the Pattern: Students will finish a pattern the teacher starts. 

Create the Pattern: Students will create their own pattern and read it to the class once it is complete.

Graph It: The teacher will ask for a student to model/demonstrate how to do “Graph It.” The teacher will remind the students that he/she is to look at the sticker on the note card, and then see how many times he/she can find that stick on the poster below it. After counting the stickers on the power, he/she is to fill in that many squares. For instance, if the sticker appears 3 times on the poster, the student will fill in 3 squares. After filling in the squares, he/she is to write the corresponding number after it. If using the example above, the student will write the number 3 after his/her colored-in squares. Note: Students must graph on the appropriate day of the week.

How Much Money: Students are to count the coins in the bag and write the amount of money on the blank line. 

Note: Students must write it in the appropriate day of the week. 

Tally It: Students are to look at the number on the apple and tally that number. If the number is 7, they are to tally 7. After tallying, they are to write the corresponding number. Note: Students must write it in the appropriate day of the week. 

Everyday Estimation: While completing the individual task board sheets, each child makes estimation as to how many bugs, eggs, pieces of candy, etc. are in the estimation jar.  When the teacher is checking the task boards upon completion, she/he records each estimation on an estimation sheet.  When it is time to review the estimation portion of task board the teacher chooses one child to hold the jar as they count by 1’s or 2’s to see the amount.  The student closest to the number receives a smartie!

Link Vote: The teacher will discuss which sticker received the most link votes. The teacher will then discuss which sticker received the least amount of votes. Teacher may elaborate appropriately, mentioning left, middle, right, first, second, third, counting the number of links votes, and so on.

What Time Is It: Prior to this the students sing to the tune “Oh My Darling” What time is it, What time is it, who can tell us the time, check the hour hand, check the minute hand, then please tell us the time.” Students will then practice telling time. The teacher is to give examples of hour and half-hour times on the large Judy Clock.  Then a student is chosen to record the time on the analog and digital clock.  Further discussion occurs when we discuss morning, afternoon, and evening.

Note: Students must write it in the appropriate day of the week. 

Guess the Covered Number: A sticker is placed on the Everyday Math number grid and the children are to guess what the number is.  Then a student records the covered number. Note: Students must write it in the appropriate day of the week. 

Add It: There are library card pockets with a flash card in each pocket. One problem is “told” each day.  These are number stories that the students create based on the given numbers.  Each child stands before the group and creates a story, sometimes using props.  For example, if the problem was 3+3=, a student may say,” I had 3 red ladybugs and 3 more ladybugs joined us,” I would then ask, “How many ladybugs do you have all together?” and the student would answer, “6”.  Usually 5 students “tell me a story” each day.

Take it away: There are library card pockets with a flash card in each pocket. One problem is “told” each day. These are number stories that the students create based on the given numbers.  Each child stands before the group and creates a story, sometimes using props.  For example, if the problem was 5-2=, a student may say, “I had 5 pieces of candy and I ate 2, now I have 3 pieces of candy left. Usually 5 students “tell me a story” each day.
