The Coachman Industries lesson went better than the Conrail Problem.  When I gave the problem to students they actually started working slowly.  The only thing that the students had a hard time with is that they found one solution and that there was no more.  They did not want to go back and try to find any more solutions.  When they found more they only found one and then they wanted to know if that was all and if that was the correct one.  The students learned that there may be more than one solution or even more than one way to find the answer.  The advice that I have for other teachers about this lesson is that the teacher needs to leave the students alone.  The only thing that the teacher should do is just make sure that the students are on track.  The teacher should also not tell them if they found the only answer or all of the answers.
