Guarding the Museum

Objectives:

· To use angles, rays and lines

· To compute sales tax

· To research the internet in order to make comparisons

· To write a proposal using proper writing conventions

· To work cooperatively with a partner

· To use listening skills in order to evaluate peers

Prior Knowledge: basic computation, internet skills

Materials: Transparency of museum floor plan, computers, calculators, handouts of museum, coloring tools, paper, pencils, rulers,
Setup: The boards of directors of the Modern Museum of Art want to secure their multimillion dollar art collection with security cameras. They want several proposals in order to find the best company to do the job.

Procedure:
1. Teacher discusses setup

2. Teacher explains how security cameras work and explains how to place a camera on the transparency of the museum

3. Students explore placing cameras on handout

4. Students research internet for security cameras
5. Students compare features and price of cameras and select best camera for the museum

6. Students calculate sales tax for cameras and installation charges for cameras
7. Students write report/proposal to persuade the board of directors to hire their company

8. Students present proposal to class

9. Students evaluate peers

Assessments:

1. Students will be assessed on cooperative group skills

2. Student will be assessed on calculations of total cost

3. Students will be assessed on presentation

4. Students will be assessed on how well they evaluate peers
