Minutes

Minutes of the March 1, 2002 meeting were reviewed and approved.

2.
Report from the IULFC

Scott Opasik reported that at the last IULFC meeting Dean Thorin requested a bibliography of Indiana University Librarians who have authored any publications during 2002.  All types of publications are appropriate including articles and poems.  The committee decided that electronic publications can be included as long as they were published in an electronic journal or considered professional development.  Publications done as part of performance are not to be submitted. (example: web page updating)  The bibliography will be added to the IULFC Research Committee’s web page and presented as a handout at the Librarians’ Day author reception.

Report from the IULFC webmaster
Scott Opasik reported that he had updated the Research Committee web pages to match the IUB web templates.  Pages are updated as soon as the information is received.
4.
Directory of Funding Sources

Nancy Totten was willing to update the links, however, the committee decided to make the campus liaisons responsible for gathering and verifying the information on funding sources for their campuses.  Each liaison should verify the accuracy of the current listing (http://www.indiana.edu/~iulfcrc/funding.shtml) and look for new sources of funding.  Scott Opasik volunteered to be the central collection point for the information from each of the liaisons and to update the online directory.

Directory of Current Research Interests

The page needs to be updated and expanded.  In order to simplify reporting of research interests, Kathleen Hanna will investigate the possibility of creating an online research interest form that could feed directly into the access database.  The campus liaisons need to contact the librarians on their campuses to gather the information.  Use whatever method will work:  catch people informally; send them e-mails; bring it up at librarian faculty meetings.  The Chair thanked Kathleen Hanna for sending out an e-mail to the system-wide library faculty requesting research interests.
6.
Librarians’ Day, Friday, April 25.


Andrea Morrison attended one of the planning meetings.  Help is requested for the author’s reception.  The IULFC Research committee should plan to do a poster session but does not need to do a program as a research program is already scheduled.

a.  Author’s Reception   Melanie Hughes, a member of the Librarians’ Day Committee, reported and the committee planned and divided responsibilities.  All campus liaisons will work on collecting 2002 publications from librarian authors.  They are also responsible for creating and bringing a small poster for the reception table, one only for each author, and for sending the information to Melanie, who will update it into the bibliography.  The Committee will assist with set up of the reception at Librarian’s Day.

b.  Poster Sessions   Possible topics include funding sources, mentor program and survey research.  Andrea Morrison will contact Mr. Kennedy from the Center for Survey Research in Bloomington to get information on their services for a poster display.  Copies of past surveys could be part of the display, and Ellen agreed to solicit for these and bring them.  A single page from submitted surveys will be enlarged for the poster.  Kathleen Hanna and Miriam Murphy can staff the poster session and use it as a recruitment tool to get librarians to share their research interests.
