PSDC Website Development

HPER Dimensions PSD article

S Simmons met with Deb Kent to discuss this article. The topic would need to be of interest to alumni, should be something that embodies the mission of the school, and should represent diversity. The topic and photos need to be sent to Deb Kent no later than April 30. The council will develop the idea and OA will write the article. 

Some ideas: 

1. IPRC is working on some things regarding addiction, community coalition building, and Afternoons ROCK in Indiana (impacts 14,000 youth per year). Afternoons ROCK in Indiana is a drug prevention program for youth. 
2. The President’s Challenge

Professional service through the School of HPER is helping Indiana youth and helping youth nationwide. This could perhaps be a double feature with the President’s Challenge and the IPRC’s work with youth. The article could possibly contain one or two features with several sidebar articles. PSDC members should go to each of the centers and institutes and ask how they work with youth. The deadline to send materials and ideas to S Simmons is Friday, April 24. She will then put them together and send them to Deb Kent by April 30.

Retention of PSD funding in budget construction

PSD grants, awards and bonus pay are all linked to activities of the PSDC. Members would like to see these items retained in the next budget cycle and this will be discussed in the School’s strategic planning subcommittee for recruitment and retention (Chaired by Margi Lockhart). According to D Skirvin, the budget items associated with the PSDC cannot always be tied to the strategic plan. Historically there have always been monies in the operating budget for activities associated with this council and other like committees.

The PSDC will need some support during the summer months to prepare for the meeting at Bradford Woods. It was mentioned to send out a letter to professional delivery staff prior to the event stating, as part of the all School retreat, that professional staff, academic specialists, and research associates, will meet as members of the Professional Service Delivery group. The new website will be officially launched.

A Voigt recently received a $500,000 grant from the National Parks Service to conduct assessments over the next 18 months at 40 more national parks around the U.S. 

J Lacy received an Indiana Youth Development grant to travel to California later this month for BOOST.

B O’loughlin ran a snapshot report and found that HPER now has over 2600 students.
