5. The contents of the videotape and the results of the research will not be used for any purposes of deception.

RISKS
There are no foreseeable risk of the research and the videotaping you. As mentioned above, the identity of all teachers and students on the videotapes will be kept anonymous. 
BENEFITS
We anticipate from the research an increase in the understanding of approaches, opportunities, challenges, classroom environment etc. that teachers take into consideration in teaching classrooms with linguistically diverse student populations. Such an understanding will help TACIT teacher educators to assist and provide resources to teachers to enhance instruction and to improve teaching effectiveness to benefit overall student achievement.
