2) New Business:

i) La Casa – Jeff Gray

La Casa will be having events honoring the hispanic culture.  On 9/23 there will be dance lessons at La Casa.  On Saturday 9/27 there will be a Latin Festival from 12-8pm.  The other events are listed online.

ii) Jill Behrman Run – Deepam Rusia

The run will take place on October 4th, and registration is due on October 1st.  The Jill Behrman Run this year is to raise money to fund scholarships, and to help pay for a Proton Therapy Research Center.  The Residence Hall Association is helping to fund the event.

iii) Ideas for Union Board events – Laura Miller

The Union Board is seeking feedback and suggestions for events they can hold.  They are trying to get Mel Gibson to come and speak about his new movie “Passion”.  They are also having a forum on 9/28 at 7pm in the state room east about “what an educated person would know.”

iv) Budget Bill

Seth, The Teter Treasurer, presented the budget for Teter Student Government for this semester.  The Governors questioned each Director to determine how they were planning to spend their portion of the budget, and a maximum amount to be given to outside groups was determined.  After a heated discussion, the motion to vote was entered by Wissler 1 and seconded by Wissler 4.  The budget was passed with 20 ‘yes’ and 2 ‘no’.

v) SGAC bill

The Student Global AIDS Campaign came to Teter to ask for $1000 for their organization.  They are planning to hold a forum at Teter, hold a benefit concert at Wilkie, and bring the AIDS quilt to IU.  After a lengthy discussion, the governor of Rabb 4 amended the bill to $150, and the governor of Rabb 3 seconded it.  The vote was called for by Wissler 1, and seconded by Rabb 3.  The bill passed with 21 ‘yes’, and 1 ‘no’,

vi) The Speaker of the BOG

The election of the Speaker of the BOG took place.  The Speaker represents BOG at the Executive meetings and is the proxy if the Vice President cannot attend a BOG meeting.  Four governors were nominated, and the governors voted.  Andy Hudspeth, Governor of Wissler 2, was elected.
