Whereas

Whereas
Teter residents should have a say in what type of smoking policy is implemented in their area of residence; and

Whereas
The smoking amendment may provide some benefit to non-smokers, but does not provide smokers with alternative locations safe from rain and adverse weather to smoke; therefore let it be
Resolved
That Teter Quadrangle Student Government disapprove of the chancellor’s amendment to the smoking policy and inform her of our discontent, and let it be further
Resolved
That we recommend that the chancellor construct sheltered smoking areas and allow residence halls to decide their own smoking policies.
