1) Call to Order of the BOG Meeting: 907pm

2) New Business

i) Indiana Student Association – Dave Dher

The ISA wanted $500 for the Diwali event.  They hold Teter events regularly, and their vice president is a resident.  The event will be held at Bloomington North, and they will accept a friendly amendment.

After a heated discussion, an amendment of 100 was proposed by Wissler 4 and seconded by Wissler 5.  The vote was called by Wissler 4 and seconded by Thompson 1.  The vote was 11 yes and 6 no, so it did not pass.  

After more discussion, it was amended again to $50 by Rabb 1 and seconded by Rabb 4.  The vote was called for by Rabb 5 and seconded by Rabb 2.  The vote was 13 yes and 4 no, and the bill passed.

ii) Habitat For Humanity – Michael Chapuran

He was not here, so this bill was dismissed.

iii) Teter Mens Cycling – Kyle Coven

The Teter Mens team came to request $500 this semester and $600 from the spring semester.  They have 3 men returning, and 4 confirmed.  After some discussion, the vote was called for by Wissler 4 and seconded by Rabb 3.  The bill passed unanimously.

iv) Teters Women’s Cycling – Bri Kovac

The Teter Women’s Cycling came to request $1000 divided over the two semesters.  After some slight discussion, the bill was amended to $500 this semester and $600 next semester, the same as the men’s team received by Wissler 4 and seconded by Rabb 5.  Wissler 4 and Rabb 3 called the vote, and it passed unanimously.

v) Special Projects – Adam Betz

The Special Projects committee proposed a bill to paint and decorate the meeting room.  They will paint it a sky blue, and put fish up with the names of everyone is student government.  The vote was called by Rabb 3 and seconded by Rabb 4.  The bill passed with 14 Yes and 3 No.

vi) Smoking Resolution – Deepam Rusia

The President brought a resolution for the Chancellor stating Teter does not approve of the smoking policy and feels that the policy should be chosen by each residence hall.  After a heated discussion about the exact wording, it was called to a vote by Rabb 5 and seconded by Boisen 1.  The bill passed with 13 Yes and 4 No.
