Derived Enrollment Status

Determining Enrollment in PS
Determining enrollment (term or course) in the Peoplesoft system requires the combination of several fields and in the case of the term or session enrollment status two different tables need to be accessed.  Because of this difficulty, several derived enrollment fields were created.  There are enrollment indicators that indicate the enrollment status (enrolled, dropped, auditor, etc) of the student for the term or session and an indicator that specifies the enrollment status of the student in a particular class.  These fields were developed because one cannot rely solely on the student withdraw code in the case of the term table or on the class enrollment status field in the case of the enrollment table to determine enrollment.  The exact logic behind these fields is listed at the end of this document.

SR_STU_TERM_GT and related views (SR_STU_TERM_*_GT)

The general purpose of the Derived Enrollment Status Indicator is to indicate the term status of a student at any given point in time throughout the semester, in order to know whether the student is enrolled, waitlisted, auditing only, or dropped.  The logic behind this field looks at each student’s rows on the enrollment table, and based on the combination of values in the student’s Enrollment Status, Grading Basis, Official Grade, and Primary Program (as well as Date of Death) fields, students receive a value indicating their term enrollment status for a particular semester.  However, this field has 9 possible values, representing more than just the 4 possible meanings mentioned above; it may indicate something else entirely (deceased, for example), or something in addition to the 4 basic meanings (for example, a primary program of SWT or CLN).  The following is a list of the 9 possible derived enrollment status indicator values and their meanings: 

	Field Value
	Value Description

	X
	The student is deceased. 

	E
	The student is enrolled in at least one credit-bearing course.

	EZ
	The student is enrolled in at least one credit-bearing course, and the student’s primary program is SWT or CLN.

	A
	The student is enrolled in at least one course, but only as an auditor.

	AZ
	The student is enrolled in at least one course, but only as an auditor, and the student’s primary program is SWT or CLN.

	W
	The student has attempted to register, but is currently only on the course waitlist(s).

	WZ
	The student has attempted to register, but is currently only on the course waitlist(s), and the student’s primary program is SWT or CLN.

	D
	The student was registered at some point, but subsequently dropped all courses.

	DZ
	The student was registered at some point, but subsequently dropped all courses, and the student’s primary program is SWT or CLN.

SR_ENRL_*_GT 

This field is similar to the Derived Enrollment Status Indicator, except that this field indicates the students’ enrollment status in a particular class, and not for the term.  This field will appear in each enrollment row.  The delivered enrollment status code (stu_enrl_stat_cd) does not accurately reflect the student’s enrollment status at every given point in time throughout the semester 100% of the time, but rather one must often look at a combination of fields to determine the student’s ‘current’ enrollment status.  For example, if a student is enrolled in a class during the first week of class, and then drops the class after the first week of class, their delivered enrollment status code (stu_enrl_stat_cd) remains ‘E’ (enrolled), and they receive a code of ‘WDR’ (withdrawn) in the Grading Basis Code (stu_grd_basis_cd) field.  Thus, the value of ‘E’ in this case is misleading by itself, and requires one to know the value of the Grading Basis Code in order to know the student’s true ‘current’ enrollment status.  The logic shows whether the student is enrolled in the course, auditing the course, on the waitlist for the course, has dropped the course, or is enrolled and the class is a non-credit class.  Additionally, like the (term) Derived Enrollment Status Indicator, the values indicate whether the student’s program is SWT or CLN.  The values for this field are:
