The Application Procedures:

A complete application consists of:

1. The proposal prepared by the applicant(s):   Proposal descriptions must be written in clear, effective prose, and are limited to 1,500 words.  A detailed plan of work should be outlined.  Be aware that the Review Committee is composed of faculty members who are unlikely to be specialists in the applicant’s field. The proposal should indicate whether the course is a graduate, undergraduate or cross-listed course.  The proposal should indicate anticipated enrollment in the course and how the course fits within the curriculum of the instructor’s home department/unit.
2. Current curriculum vitae
3. A list of previous courses (titles) taught and enrollments for the last two years
4. Evidence of quality of teaching (e.g., a summary of student evaluations, peer reviews, a brief teaching statement); five (5) pages maximum
5. Two recommendation forms: The department (unit) support statement and one additional recommendation should be completed on forms found in this application.  These recommendation forms address:
· project originality and innovation

· relevance to goals of IUB sustainability program

· potential impact on student learning

· timeliness (for the applicant and for the university)

· feasibility (competence of investigator, likelihood of accomplishment, use of appropriate technology, if any)

· commitment of the department(s) to the project

· overall quality of project (concept, planning, long-term influence)

The Review Process:

A faculty committee will review applications within a month of the deadline, and awards will be announced by the end of the spring semester.
Instructions: Submit a SINGLE digital file (Adobe pdf or Word document) containing:

(i) This application (all items listed above)
(ii) Current curriculum vitae, and other relevant information about the professional activities of each participant

(iii) Supporting letters of recommendation
